MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE MAYOR AND BOARD OF ALDERMEN
OF THE CITY OF BOONEVILLE
October 20, 2015
Be it remembered that the regular meeting of the Mayor and Board of Alderman of the
City of Booneville, Mississippi was held on Tuesday, October 20, 2015, at the City Hall at 7:00
P.M., the time and place for said meeting.

Those in attendance were the following members of the Board: Alderman David Bolen,
Alderman Harold Eaton, Alderman Mark McCoy, Alderman Jason Michael and Alderman Jeff
Williams. Also present was City Attorney, Daniel K. Tucker, City Clerk, Jana Lindsey, and
several city employees and visitors.

The meeting was called to order in open session by Mayor Blythe and a quorum was
declared present.
The invocation was given Aldefman David Bolen.
The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Alderman Jason Michael.
There first came on for consideration, the request to approve the consent agenda. The
items on the consent agenda or as follows:
1) To approve the minutes of the September 30, 2015 special called board meeting and
the October 6, 2015 board meeting;
2) To approve Josh Thomas and Searrah McGee as animal shelter volunteers;
3) To approve the 2015 municipal compliance questionnaire;
4) To approve Jana Lindsey and Janet Boren to make on line wire transfers as needed,
due to the new software changes;
5) To approve Mayor Blythe attending the mid-winter conference, from January 12,
2016 to January 14, 2016. To be held in Jackson Mississippi with the cost being
$691.48, to include registration fees, lodging and meals;
6) To approve mileage for Janet Boren to attend the Summit, to be held at Tunica
Mississippi from November 4 thru November 6, 2015. The cost would be $187.45;
7) To give Mayor Blythe permission to sign off on wire transfers.
Alderman Williams made said motion, seconded by Alderman McCoy, and with all
Aldermen present and voting Aye, the motion unanimously carried.
Next Trudy Featherston appeared and gave a report on the Fall Festival, as well as

upcoming events.
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There next came before the Board, Christie Houston, requesting that the rental fee at the
Booneville Hardware be waived for the Girl Scout fundraiser. This would promote the city of
Booneville, Mississippi and would serve the interest of the City of Booneville, Mississippi. The
fundraiser will be December 12, 2015.

Alderman Williams made said motion, seconded by Alderman McCoy, and with all
Aldermen present and voting Aye, the motion unanimously carried.

There next came before the board the quotes on the washer extractor for the fire
department turnouts. The lowest bid was by Wholesale Commercial Laundry Equipment, from
Birmingham, Alabama, for a 55 Ib dryer in the amount of $8,897.00.

Alderman McCoy made a motion to approve said bid, seconded by Alderman Williams,
and with all Aldermen present and voting Aye, the motion unanimously carried.

There next came on for consideration a motion made by Alderman Michael, to hire Ryan
Wood as a fireman, starting at $9.25 per hour, and being raised to $9.75 per hour after his
probationary period. Said motion was seconded by Alderman Williams, and with all Aldermen
present and voting Aye, the motion unanimously carried.

There next came on for consideration the request by Fire Chief Jerry Wallace, requesting
that he be allowed to make an emergency post for a fireman, due to a fireman who had resigned,
and him trying to avoid as much overtime as possible.

Alderman Williams made said motion, seconded by Alderman Michael, and with all
Aldermen present and voting Aye, the motion unanimously carried.

There next came on for consideration the request to approve the purchase of a storage
building for the firing range. Secure Buildings had the lowest bid and after a 5% discount the
total would be $5,315.25.

Alderman Williams said motion to purchase the building, seconded by Alderman Michael,
and with all the Aldermen present and voting Aye, the motion unanimously carried.

There next came on for consideration, the request to approve the Gas Distribution
Expansion for County roads 5091, 5260, 5361, 5310, 5312. This would be a 7 mile project, with
the total cost to be $46,110.00.

Alderman Bolen made said motion to approve the gas line expansion, seconded by
Alderman Harold Eaton, and with all Aldermen present and voting Aye, the motion unanimously

carried.



Their next came on for consideration, the vote for the Booneville Housing Authority Board
appointment. The following vote was had: Alderman David Bolen-Dewell Smith; Alderman
Eaton-Hale Aust; Alderman Jason Michael-Hale Aust; Alderman Mark McCoy-Dewell Smith;
Alderman Jeff Williams-Hale Aust. With three votes for Hale Aust, and two for Dewell Smith,

Hale Aust was appointed as the Booneville Housing Authority Board Member.

Next Alderman Bolen discussed the repair to the roof at the George E. Allen Library.

Next came the Mayors report:

Mayor Blythe reported the City was having problems with homeless people camping out in
the city park. That anyone caught camping out, would be escorted off the premises by the police.

Next Mayor Blythe requested that the city seek bids for the concrete work to be done on
the MVG station. Alderman Williams made said motion, seconded by Alderman McCoy, and
with all alderman present and voting Aye, the motion unanimously carried.

Next Mayor Blythe requested that he be allowed to post for bids on the proposal for a
comprehensive zoning plan. Alderman Bolen made said motion, seconded by Alderman
Williams, and with all Aldermen present and voting Aye, the motion unanimously carried.

Mayor Blythe reported that if anyone had any changes or additions to the city website, to
please contact Jennifer.

Next Mayor Blyther requested to go into close session to determine if an executive session
was needed. Alderman Bolen made said motion, seconded by Alderman Eaton, and with all
Aldermen present and voting Aye, the motion unanimously carried.

While in close session, it was determined that an executive session was needed. Alderman
McCoy made said motion, seconded by Alderman Michael, and with all Aldermen present and
voting Aye, the motion unanimously carried.

All the McCoy made a motion to go back into open session, seconded by Alderman
Williams, and with all Aldermen Voting Aye, the motion unanimously carrie.

Back in open session, Alderman McCoy made a motion that any police officer, on active
duty and dealing with the public, must wear their bulletproof vest at all times. Any officer caught
in public, not wearing his bulletproof vest, could lead to that officers immediate termination.
Alderman William seconded said motion, and with all Aldermen present and voting Aye, the

motion unanimously carried.
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Next mayor Blythe again requested to going to close session to determine if an executive
session was needed. Alderman Eaton made said motion, seconded by Alderman Williams, and
with all Aldermen present and voting Aye, the motion unanimously carried.

In closed session, it was determined that an executive session was needed. Alderman
McCoy made said motion, seconded by Alderman Williams, and with all Aldermen present and
voting Aye, the motion unanimously carried.

Alderman McCoy made a motion to go back into open session, seconded by Alderman
Williams, and with all Aldermen present and voting Aye, the motion unanimously carried.

There being no more business, Alderman McCoy made a motion to adjourn, seconded by
Alderman Williams, and with all Aldermen present and voting Aye, the motion unanimously
carried. .
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
